	SHORT-TERM MISSION TRIPS
Spend 2 days in prison
presenting our DADS' SEMINAR.
THE LACK OF RELATIONSHIPS WITH HEALTHY PEOPLE, is the major factor in the high recidivism rate. (80% of released inmates return to incarceration within three years.) Inmates are released from jail/prison, only to return to the same unhealthy people they've known all their lives. 
So, healthy people, to love our neighbors, we need to get out of our comfort zones, and enter the mission field!
Jesus said, "As the Father has sent Me, so send I you!
The Bible-based, Gospel-centered curriculum of our Dads' Seminar is all developed, well-tested and well-received. Experienced volunteers lead the classes (we've already presented it 30+ times, in 20+ facilities). New volunteers facilitate the eight small-group discussions -working with the same inmates for the whole 2 days.
50-60 inmates is the average attendance at each Seminar. We have small-group discussions, facilitated by the volunteers, after each of eight classes. Volunteers work with the same inmates for the whole two days. To keep the small-groups small, we want to take 10 - 15 volunteers on each trip.
WE NEED MORE VOLUNTEERS! About 40 men, mostly from the Chicagoland area, have been involved in presenting the 30+ Seminars. With the Illinois Department of Corrections (IDOC) wanting the Seminars in MORE prisons, MORE often, we have a state-wide open door! We have a HUGE NEED for more volunteers!
And, if all the volunteers on the Gospel Team are from the same local church, the inmates will not only start relationships with individual volunteers, they'll start a relationship with a whole church!
QUALIFICATIONS for volunteers are:
· Born again 

· A Dad, 18+ years old 

· No recent felony convictions 

· Pastor's recommendation 

· 30-minutes of training before the Seminar 

· IDOC has the final word as to who they permit to enter their prisons. 

A CHALLENGE FOR CHURCHES!
Churches, and individuals, spend thousands of dollars to send teams on Short-Term Mission Trips, to "the uttermost parts of the earth." Right here in Illinois, we have a neglected mission field, "white unto harvest." Would your church consider covering the minimal expenses for 5 or 10 or 15 Dads, to bring the Gospel to men of whom Jesus said, "Truly I tell you, whatever you did for one of the least of these brothers and sisters of Mine, you did for Me" (Matthew 25:40).
A BARGAIN! The volunteers presenting the 2-Day Dads' Seminar, have been paying their own expenses - gasoline, motel, & meals. Volunteers from Chicagoland to prisons in Middle or Southern Illinois have been paying about $125 - $150 per trip. Volunteers from "downstate," presenting the Seminar in "downstate" prisons, have been able to pay a lot less! Compared with building an orphanage in Nicaragua, it's a bargain! It's good stewardship!
· 2.2 million children under 18 now have at least one incarcerated parent. 

· ​Children of inmates are about 7 times more likely to be incarcerated than their peers.

· This CYCLE OF CRIME needs to be broken! 

Inmates DO NOT want their kids to follow them to prison They know that changes must be made, and we Christians are the ONLY ones who have THE ANSWER!
MANY PRISONS ARE ALREADY SCHEDULED and many more can be scheduled, as God raises up more volunteers. If there's an Illinois State Prison near you that's not been scheduled, please let me know! We'll get it scheduled!
Most are scheduled for Monday-Tuesday. This is to suit the Prisons' staffing. Other days, including weekends are not automatically excluded, it's just that there's less staff on weekends. So, the prison officials prefer the weekdays.
